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Installation instruction

Prior to mounting the hose reel, ensure thatthe supplyline pressure does not
exceed the maximum working pressure of the hosereel.

Unpack andinspect reel for damage. Turn by hand to check for smooth operation.
Check for completeness.

Position the reel on the floor, wall or ceiling. Secure into place using four
mounting bolts.

Depending on wherethe reel isplaced, it maybe necessary toadjust the hose
bumper and guidearm to usethe hose properly. See the instructions onthe next
page to adjustthe hose bumperand reposition theguide arm.

Adjustments

-Spring tension
Warning: Use extreme caution; reel undertension. Avoid releasinglatch
mechanism.

If necessary, adjust springtension on reelby adding orremoving wraps ofhose
from spool, onewraps at atime, until desiredtension is obtained. Add wrapsto
increase tension.

Remove wraps to decrease tension.

Pull outthe hose until the latch pawlis engaged. Loose the hose bumper, then
add wraps anddecrease the wraps.

Caution: When addingwraps of hose,be careful
not to exceedthe winding mechanism'sspring
capacity. Add justenough wraps of hose to
achieve the desiredtension.

Damage to thewinding mechanism will

result if springis over-tensioned.

-Adjusting the hose bumper
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Pull outthe hose until thelatch pawlis engaged. The hose bumper may be
adjusted byloosening the slotted screws. Slide the bumper to the desired position
and tighten the screws before pulling hose to disengage the latch pawl.
-Removing and positioning Guide Arm

Pull outhose until the latch pawl is engaged. Remove bumper by removing the
slotted screws.

Disengage the latch awlwhile maintaining a firm hold on spool. Turn the spool
hand over hand approximately two or three revolutions in the direction of the
direction of the drive spring until tension is removed.

Remove the nuts and washer holding the guide arm and shift to base.
Revolute the guide arm and adjustto any of the three positions hinted.

According to eachmounting application, recommend Guide Arm positions.
Replace andtighten the nuts and washer.

Tighten thedrive spring by turning the spooltwo orthree revolutions and engage
the latch pawl.

Pull the hosethrough the rolleropening in theguide arm andreplace the hose
bumper.

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-Replacing the hose

Toremove the hose

Pull outthe hoseleaving 2to 3 feet onthe spool. Engage the latch pawl.
Unthread the hose atthe connection to the swivel tube. Remove the hose.
Toinstall the hose

Route the hose through the guide arm rollers and opening of the spool. Apply
thread tape orsealant to hosethreads.

Screw hose fittinginto threaded fittingon swivel. Tighten connectionwith a
wrench on fitting. Install hose bumperon working end of hose ifrequired.
Disengage latch pawland allow hoseto retract.

-Replacing the swivel

If the swivel leak, replace the O-ring orseal (31) and washer (30) by removing
the lock washer(33) and the part of the swivel shift.

If the balls (36) wear-out, replace by removingthe lock washer(39).

Replace the New seal by clipping the lock washer (33). Replace the part of the
swivel shift byclipping the lockwasher (39).
